A Message from your Pastor 

Dear Friends, 
 

There has been much on the news about the 
debate in Washington over the future of health 
care in our country.  It is a very important debate 
and one that should not be tossed aside because 
of fear or intransigence.  We need to have a long 
serious debate about this very important moral 
issue.  I hope that you are learning about the 
issues and engaging your Senators and 
Congressman about what you wish to see in the 
reform legislation.  The United States Catholic Bishops wrote a letter to 
Congress a couple of weeks ago expressing the issues the Church wants 
included in the debate.  I encourage you to go to the Bishopõs website and 
read the entire letter, but let me hit a few of the important points they raise. 
 

The bishops expressed the hope that Congress "will bring genuine life-
affirming reform to the nation's health care system."  
 

They asserted, "We have in the past and we always must insist that health 
care reform excludes abortion coverage or any other provisions that 
threaten the sanctity of life."  The letter called for a "truly universal health 
policy with respect for human life and dignity."  It also appealed for "access 
for all with a special concern for the poor and inclusion of legal 
immigrants."  The health policy should pursue the common good and 
preserve pluralism, the conference affirmed, "including freedom of 
conscience and variety of options."  As well, it added, costs of health care 
should be restrained, and applied "equitably across the spectrum of payers." 
 

The bishops state quite clearly that "All people need and should have access 
to comprehensive, quality health care that they can afford, and it should not 
depend on their stage of life, where or whether they or their parents work, 
how much they earn, where they live, or where they were born."  The letter 
emphasized, "The bishops' conference believes health care reform should 
be truly universal and it should be genuinely affordable."  However, the 
letter was clear to the members of Congress that "No health care reform 
plan should compel us or others to pay for the destruction of human life, 
whether through government funding or mandatory coverage of abortion.  
Any such action would be morally wrong." 
 

The bishops do not weigh in on whether or not the health care should be 
provided by private companies or the federal or state governments.  They 
stay with addressing the basic moral issues rather than get into the 
particulars of the health care delivery system. 
 

Please go to their website and read the entire statement.  Take the time to 
get better informed on the issues and become a part of the debate.  It is a 
very important one.

L ITURGY  CORNER : DO WE THINK  THAT  WE CHANGE  GODõS M IND   
What do we think weõre doing when we kneel down at the childõs bedside and say together, òGod bless grandma and 
grandpaó and òGod help Uncle Harry find a job?ó  Or what is the point of our reader or singer coming forward each 
Sunday and asking the assembly to pray for this, that and the other thing?  There are lots of valid ways to think about 
praying for someone or something.  One beginning point is the psalms.  What strikes me if I recite these ancient 
Jewish prayers that became the core of the Christian prayer book is this: The person who wrote these prayers was 
never hesitant to point out to God the urgent concerns of the day.  Never.  The psalms are full of: Please do this.  Do 
that! Do it now!  And for centuries the churches hardly ever gathered without a time for naming the needs of that day. 
Mornings, evenings, Sundays.  Always the Christians rolled out their list of urgent concerns: Peace, health, good 
weather, strength in the face of hardship, the poor.  This kind of praying was thought of as something a baptized 
person had to do. It was, in fact, something the unbaptized catechumens were not allowed to do.  They couldnõt do 
Eucharist, they couldnõt give the peace greeting, and they had to be sent out before the baptized people did those 
intercession prayers.  It was that important.  
But what did they think they were doing? Probably one thing was this: They thought that the church, the body of 
Christ, was here to shout in Godõs ear on behalf of all the helpless people, on behalf of the earth itself, on behalf of 
the living and the dead.  Jesus had prayed and now the body of Christ would pray.  I donõt think ordinary Christians 
got too wrapped up in questions of what it meant.  They just did it.  Somebody had to keep reminding God (thatõs not 
such a strange way to think: just check out the psalms) that all was not well.  Remember us, remember the poor, 
remember the prisoners.  No one ever said: It isnõt working, folks, letõs quit.  We pray and pray and there are still poor 
people, still sick people, still all kinds of evil.  But interceding was what Christians didñlike living thankfully, like 
sharing with those in need.  The baptized were trained in this kind of praying.  So are we.  In our parish book of 
prayer, in our book of the names of the dead, with our children at bedside each night, with the sick when we visit 
them, by ourselvesñand here in our liturgy every Sunday week after week.  Year after year, can we get louder?  Put 
more of our heart and soul in these prayers?

BACK TO SCHOOL 
òSAFETY BASICSó  
The St. Columbkille Parish Nurses 
encourage parents to take time to 
talk with their children about 
safety as the start of the school 
season gets underway. According 
to the National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration (NHTSA), 
24 million students nationwide 
take the school bus to school each 
day. Although riding on a school 
bus is nearly eight times safer than 
riding in a passenger vehicle, an 
average of 11 school-aged 
pedestrians are killed by school 
transportation vehicles each year.  
Whether they walk, ride the bus or 
travel by car, teach your kids these 
tips to ensure they get to and from 
school safely.  
Tips for School Bus Riders:  
1) Line up facing the bus, not 
along side it.  2) Donõt play in the 
street while waiting for the bus.   
3) Carry loose belongings in a bag 
or backpack and NEVER reach 
under the school bus to get 
anything that has rolled or fallen 
beneath it.  The bus driver may be 
sitting too high up to see you. 
4) After getting off the bus, move 
immediately 
onto the 
sidewalk 
and out of 
traffic.  If 
there is no 
sidewalk, 
try to stay 
as far to the 
side of the road as possible.  
5) Wait for a signal from the bus 
driver before crossing the street. 
Walk at least 10 steps away from 
the front of the bus so the driver 
can see you.  6) NEVER cross the 
street or play behind the school 
bus.
