On August 27th 1997 at 1 p. m., a group from th

petrified in recognizing a family friend who had grown and shared everything with us. He admitted
having killed my father and told me the details of the death of my family.

Then | felt a huge weight lift away from me...I had found internal peace and | thanked the person | was

holding in my ar ms. To my great surprise, I h
